Taking part in ‘Covid-secure’ walks
At the time of writing in April there is no Government Covid legislation affecting our walks. However, the Club’s Committee recommends that people coming on a CRC walk contact the leader in advance, although this isn’t obligatory; we suggest sending a text to a mobile phone where possible. Names should be kept for 7 days, just in case there is a need to contact anyone. Many Groups find that a booking system is valuable; walks can set off when everyone has arrived and people facing a problem on their journey know they are expected! The Club’s policy is that leaders can set an upper limit on the numbers coming on a walk, but we would like to avoid turning people away as we want to be as inclusive as possible. Please do NOT come on any organised walk if you are feeling at all unwell..
Programme of walks
Most of our Group Secretaries consider that at present they would face major problems in compiling a 4 month Programme well in advance; hence, for the present, walks will continue to be published online and circulated by Group Secretaries. The Club needs more leaders – and leaders willing to commit to fixing dates well in advance - if we are to return to such a Programme. However, there is a demand! So please do consider committing time to leading this autumn.
Distributing our Club newsletter by email – please help the Club save money (and the planet)! 
Second class stamps now cost 68p; a folded printed paper copy of the Newsletter costs 25p and there are envelopes too. So the Club is paying just under £3.00 per person to post out 3 Newsletters annually! Luckily 70% of members already receive Newsletters by email. Without this our membership sub would have to increase significantly.
The Club’s Committee would like to increase our email distribution; we propose to use email in future for all members who have supplied the Club with an email address – UNLESS you contact Anne, our Membership Secretary, to request a posted copy. Although those currently receiving printed copies have previously opted to do so, circumstances may have caused a change of heart! This is an opportunity to update your preferences.
